Cambodian Households Headed by Married Women

Abstract: As of 2008, many Cambodian households were headed by married
women living without their husbands. Such cases, however, have hitherto not been
studied extensively. This paper examines the characteristics of Cambodian households
headed by married women, reanalysing the General Population Census of Cambodia
2008 (GPCC 2008).

In 2008, approximately 720,000 households in Cambodia were headed by women
(25.6% of the total number of households). Further, 350,000 households were headed
by a married woman, and among these households, 197,000 heads were living without
their husbands. This number exceeds that of households headed by men without
living with their wives by 150,000. Single-mother households accounted for a large
number of households headed by a married woman not living with her spouse. A factor
that is partially responsible for this phenomenon is the imbalance between the
number of married women and that of married men (91 married men per 100 married
women). The definition of ‘married’ in GPCC 2008 includes a de facto marriage. Thus,
there may be many men having a second family. Households headed by married
women not living with their husbands might be prone to economic vulnerability.

Hence, it is necessary to verify their poverty risk.
